Appointment Process: 
The Council Member, in whose district the vacancy exists, makes appointments to the Youth 
Commission.  Copies of all applications received will be submitted to the appropriate Council 
Member for review and selection.  The newly appointed Youth Commissioner then will 
participate in a swearing-in ceremony, which will tentatively be held on June 16, 2009 during 
the evening Council session.
