U.S. 101 / Tully Road Interchange Improvement Project     
 U.S. 101 Freeway Closure for Two Nights  

 
Santa Clara County - The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will close 
both the northbound and southbound lanes of U.S. 101 from the Capitol Expressway to 
the Interstate 280/880 connector on Friday, April 6. The full freeway closure on Friday 
begins at 11:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. Saturday morning.  On Saturday, April 7 Caltrans will 
close only the southbound lanes of 101 from 11:59 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. Sunday morning.  
 
Detour for southbound U.S. 101: Travel southbound on U.S. 101 to the westbound 
Story Road off-ramp to McLaughlin Avenue. Turn left on McLaughlin Avenue then travel 
southbound to Capitol Expressway on-ramp to southbound U.S. 101. 
 
Detour for northbound U.S. 101: Travel northbound on U.S. 101 to the Capitol 
Expressway off-ramp.  Take Capitol Expressway eastbound to King Road. Turn left on 
King Road then travel northbound to Story Road on-ramp to northbound U.S. 101.  
 
Detour for southbound I-680 to southbound U.S. 101: Take King Road southbound 
to Capitol Expressway on-ramp to southbound U.S. 101.   
 
Detour for southbound I-280 to southbound U.S. 101: Take McLaughlin Avenue 
southbound to Capitol Expressway on-ramp to southbound U.S. 101.  
 
Detour signs and Changeable Message Signs will be posted to assist motorists during 
this closure. Please drive cautiously and slow for the cone zone. Caltrans appreciates 
your patience as we improve California’s highways.
